The rectangular flag has a red field with five golden stars on the left side. The stars on the flag each have five points. The furthest star to the left is the biggest and the rest of the four remaining stars are all smaller. It is said that the biggest star is said to represents the leadership of the Communist Party of China. It is also an endangered species. For exhibition, reproduction, and research, 240 giant pandas were captured from the wild, but the present time only about 100 still survive in zoos and natural breeding centres. Shanghai Zoological Park began to raise giant pandas in 1954. When pandas have their babies it is most common they have only one. Sometimes pandas have two babies and this results to one of them being rejected by the mother.
This is one of the reasons why pandas are nearly extinct. 

             South Chinese tiger
  The rarest and most threatened tiger is the south Chinese tiger is also known as the Xiamen or Amoy tiger. These tigers believe to be the earliest of the subspecies from which the others originated. They can be founded in central or eastern China. Their habitat ranges from forest to rocky mountains and originally found in coastal caves near the island of Amoy.
The gestation period for the females is approximately 103 days, she can have 1-5 cubs per litter but on average it is usually 2-3.
The cubs join mom hunting after about 8 weeks, they learn how to kill in about 6 months and can go hunting for themselves when they reach around 1 and a half.
