If a hedgehog is seen out in the daytime there is properly something wrong with it. Never feed hedgehogs milk because they are lactose intolerant and it will make them sick.
Hedgehogs eat beetles, slugs, snails, caterpillars and earthworms. Baby hedgehogs are called hoglets.

        The red kite bird can be found in co. Wicklow and other parts of the country. The red kite is a bird mixed of lowland countryside. Its primary nesting habits is woodlands , but it  spend a large amount of time near farming areas were it can feed. The bird spends a lot of time soaring above landscapes searching for food. The bird is a scavenger and feeds extensively on earthworms, small mammals such as rats, rabbits and birds such as magpies and crows. The red kite does not present any threat to livestock.
