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There are thousands, if not millions, of species of jungle animals.  Jungles are the most hostile and challenging environments throughout the world.  Most jungles are in South America, Africa and Asia.  In my project, I have picked a few animals to talk about.




Cats-Cats bodies are perfectly designed to find, chase and kill animals.  They are the supreme predators of the animal world and are amongst the most intelligent, beautiful, graceful and athletic of all creatures on our planet.  Here are some cats such as:
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The Caracal, which lives in Africa and the Middle East.

When tree-climbing cats like Caracals fall from a height they can quickly regain their balance by twisting their bodies and landing on their feet.
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A Jaguar - At first glance, a Jaguar looks like a Leopard but it is possible to tell them apart.  A jaguar’s head is bigger and rounder than a Leopard’s, with round ears not pointed ones.  It’s tail is much shorter than the Leopard’s and it’s shoulders are broad and packed with muscle.
Spiders-Spiders are not insects.  They belong to a group of animals called arachnids.  This group of over 75,000 species also includes scorpions, mites and ticks.  All spiders can make silk, but not all spiders spin webs. All spiders have venom glands, but only a few, such as the funnel-web spiders are harmful to people.  Spiders and insects make up over half of the jungle population.

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The Brazilian Wandering Spider, also known as “the Banana Spider”, can be found in the jungles of South America.  This spider is commonly found hidden in vegetation of banana trees and has been found in banana creates.  The venom of this spider can be fatal to a mouse in a dose as small as 0.006mg.

Birds-There are many thousands of tropical birds or birds of prey that live in jungles.  They come in all shapes, sizes and colours.  Many birds are very rare such as “the Stinkbird” or the “Hoatzin” and certain species of parrot.



The Hoatzin is also known as “the Stinkbird” because of the unpleasant smell it gives off when defending itself from attack.  The Hoatzin comes from the pheasant family, so it is roughly pheasant sized.




One of the most famous tropical birds is the Parrot.  With its bright colours and high pitched call, it is also one of the most recognisable.  There are roughly 372 species of Parrot.  A parrot’s diet consists of seeds, fruit, nuts, buds and other plant material.



Monkeys-Monkeys are amazing animals.  They have brain cells that are 97% the same as that of a human.  Scientists say monkeys use sharp stones and rocks as tools, like people in the Stone Age.  Just like all other animals, there are many species of monkey.
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Squirrel Monkeys are noisy, energetic little monkeys that live in large troops, with as many as 300 members.  Their bodies are 14-18 inches long including their tail.
“Slow Lorises” are primates and look like their relatives, lemurs.  They live high in the treetops and are rarely seen on the ground.
 These are a few common jungle animals that I have picked out.  Many of them are very rare and will soon become extinct if we do not work to protect our jungles.
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
