Mount Everest is the highest mountain in the world. Bit’s of the mountain are covered in snow. Mount Everest – also called Qomolangma Peak, is about 29,029 ft. In 1856, the Great Trigonometric Survey of India established the first published height of Everest, then known as Peak XV, at 29,002 ft. In 1865, Everest was given its official English name by the Royal Geographical Society upon recommendation of Andrew Waugh, the British Surveyor General of India at the time.
