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Welcome back to all to our new school. It is a beautiful building with all the facilities we could ask for. It has been a major struggle to get this far but it has been worth it all. It will take some time to get everything running smoothly so I would ask that people be patient while we iron out any glitches. Below is an outline of how we hope to manage the reception and exit of pupils, parents and visitors on a daily basis.
The parking and drop off is working very well thanks to all of you who have cooperated with the system we have in place. There is no stopping on the roundabout, you must drive in to the car park, reverse into a space and drop off your child. The child then goes to the line up area and you should exit the car park as soon as possible to allow space for others. There is no right turn on exiting the car park as this would hold up the whole flow of traffic. It is very important that we keep this up as even one uncooperative driver can cause a back up very quickly.

On wet mornings the children will be allowed in to the hall from 8.50 a.m. onwards. They will be supervised for 10 minutes and then brought to their classrooms by their teacher. No parents are allowed into the hall as there would not be space for everyone.

For this week the Junior Infants are finishing at 11.15 not 11.00. This is so that parents can access the car park after the 11.00 o clock break. Next week they will finish at 12.00. Next week also we will be asking parents of Junior Infants to bring the children around to the Junior Yard at the back of the school for lining up in the mornings.
If a child is late for the line up in the morning he/she must go to reception and Paula will escort him/her to the appropriate classroom. If you need to collect your child early or drop off lunch or anything else for him/her you should wait at reception and Paula will either bring your child down or deliver the message to him/her.
The gates to the school will be closed everyday during break times, at other times visitors to the school should park in the staff car park, not in the morning drop off car park as this will be in use for the pupils.
Once again I wish to compliment everybody on the way things have gone for the first week; it has been a learning experience for us all. If anybody has any bright ideas about how we can do things better I would be happy to hear from them.
